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Abstract
Ecotourism or out-bound travel has become a yearly important learning activity for teenagers in Hong Kong teenagers. Schools are keen on arranging overseas learning experience for the students and it is a good chance for zoos, aquariums, nature reserves, wildlife re-habitation facilities, etc. in Asian area to promote the nature conservation messages to these teenagers. 
Eco-Education and Resources Centre is specialized on designing unique ecotourism experience for primary, secondary and university students to reinforce their sense of nature conservation in Asia. We will share our programmes conducted at Taiwan and Sabah, Malaysia as examples. There are six key elements/activities that will be included in the these programme: 1) visit of local zoo/aquarium/wildlife re-habitation center/sanctuary; 2) fieldtrip at nature reserve; 3) conduct quick wildlife survey, BioBlitz; 4) fieldtrip of the geographic landscapes of the area; 5) experience the local cultural activities; 6) build the environmental friendly living habit. Each of the element is serving different learning purpose during the programme. If zoos and aquariums can coordinate with different local conservation organizations, it is believe that the influencing power on nature conservation can be magnified. 
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
